
Hebrew Alphabet Studies: 
 "aleph"  means:  "ox" "yoked" "first" or “strength” 
(*Strong's Exhaustive Concordance numbers #502-506) 

Hebrew is read from RIGHT to LEFT.  a "A"  (in English) 

The English word for “father” in Hebrew is  b a 
pronounced “ab” or “av”       “Daddy” (abba/avva) is   a b b a 

GOD la  LOVE  bha & FIRE  ca  also begin with an aleph a     
"aleph" also is the Hebrew number ONE (or ‘FIRST’) 

(when pronounced "elaf" it means 1,000) 

“aleph” is SILENT when used at the beginning of a word or syllable 

(otherwise, it can take on an ‘a’ or an ‘e’ sound) 

2 of the 3 Old Testament words translated  

’Lord’ or ’God’  begin with an aleph   a: 

 m y h  l a  "Elohim"  (plural form of El)  #430* 

translated "God"  beginning in Genesis 1:1 or “god’ elsewhere 

  y n d a   "Adonai" (or Adon)  #136* 

translated "Lord"  (not capitalized when referring to men.). 

Adonai first appears in Genesis 15:2  in Lord Jehovah, right AFTER God 

gives us His first "I AM..." (I am Your Shield  in Gen. 15:1) 

          h w h y    "Jehovah" (or Yahweh)  #3068* 

translated "Jehovah" or "Lord." It appears first in Genesis 2:4.  

This holy tetra-grammaton YHVH (HVHY in Hebrew) was given to Moses 

in Exodus 3:14 as "A-hayah ashur A-hayah" or "I Am that I Am."  

It was spoken so seldom that the original vowels used were lost except to the 

Levitical priests (and Jesus, who said it out loud in John 8:58  

 
God’s abbreviated name is ‘Yah’ (#3050* Ps. 68:4)  h y  or just the prefix  y  ÂY.Ê 

(That may be why “your own right HAND can save you” —Job 40:14—since all who CALL 

upon the NAME of the Lord shall be saved—Acts 2:21. Just reach out & call to Him.)

Psalm 119 is an alphabetic acrostic*—the Hebrew alphabet has 22 letters. 
A Hebrew Bible (Tanakh) has 22 books: Torah/Prophets/Writings.  

The English Bible has 1188 chapters in 66 books. 
The center verse of the Bible is Psalm 118:8. “It is better to trust in the Lord  

than to put confidence in man.”  
Here are the first 4 verses of Psalm 119 with Strong’s Concordance reference 

numbers (so you can look up definitions), the Hebrew words,  
Hebrew pronunciation & literal English translation. 

*Another alphabetic acrostic in Hebrew is the book of Lamentations 

   PraiseMoves.com by Laurette Willis in Oklahoma 
teaches folks to make the letters of the Hebrew alphabet with 
their bodies as both worship & exercise. The aleph is the 

easiest letter to make. Turn to Psalm 119 for the other letters. 

In the ancient form of Hebrew (Paleo Hebrew), the aleph looked 

more like the head of an ox*  with protruding horns. 

*The ox was the sacrificial animal used to pay for sins of people.
